Our recommendations for 8th Grade:
 
Animal Dissection: Frog, Squid, or Pig
Explore animal anatomy and adaptations through hands-on 
dissection of your choice of frogs, squids or pigs.

Archaeology in the Field
Focus program that provides hands-on experience in the field of 
archaeology and application of mathematical concepts, the 
scientific method, and observational skills.  Typical activities include 
set-up and use of a transit, establishing a grid site, and artifact 
recovery, processing, and identification.

Carolina Piedmont Archaeology
Learn about the earlier peoples in North
Carolina through the eyes of a real
archaeologist.

Dinosaurs & Fossils
Discover the world of ancient reptiles and
dinosaurs through this exploration of their
fossil remains.

Life in the Carolina Backcountry
Discover how early settlers used the
Piedmont resources to carve a life from the wilderness.

Oceans in Space Planetarium Program
The search for life in the universe begins in the Earth’s oceans and 
extends out to the stars!  Explore conditions that are favorable for life 
to exist on our planet and throughout the Universe.

Organ Dissection: Eye, Heart, or Brain
Explore the anatomy of an organ-choose from a cow eye, sheep 
heart or brain to examine in this hands-on exploration through 
dissection.

Water Quality Lab
Learn about biotic and abiotic measures of water quality, including 
testing for dissolved oxygen, pH, nutrients like nitrogen and 
phosphorus and biologic indicators using benthic macroinvertebrates 
for water quality assessments.

CAVES
through December 31
Hidden in darkness and inhabited by creatures seldom seen, 
cave systems are a unique and threatened underground 
wilderness. The mysteries provided by caves have long 
attracted human visitors-from the first Prehistoric peoples using 
caves for shelter to modern day 
spelunkers seeking a subterranean 
thrill. Spectacular minerals that form in 
no other environment await those 
adventurous enough to travel 
underground. Shy and unique 
creatures inhabit the darkness, often 
alongside the fossil traces of extinct 
beasts from the Ice Age that prowled 
the same corridors thousands of years before.
Experience the breath-taking beauty of subterranean 
environments, complete with live animals, beautiful minerals, 
fantastic formations, and running water within dark passages 
that twist and turn.
