
Schiele Museum Curriculum-Based Outreach Programs available: 
Animal Adaptations
A presentation with live and preserved specimens that helps students discover 
how animals use their bodies and amazing abilities to survive.

Animal Dissection: Frog, Squid, or Pig
Explore animal anatomy and adaptations through hands-on dissection of your 
choice of frogs, squids or pigs.

Archaeology in the Field (September - November, and March - May only)
Focus program that provides hands-on experience in the field of archaeology and 
application of mathematical concepts, the scientific method, and observational 
skills.  Typical activities include set-up and use of a transit, establishing a grid site, 
and artifact recovery, processing, and identification.

Carolina Piedmont Archaeology (September - November, and March - May only)
Learn about the earlier peoples in North Carolina through the eyes of a real 
archaeologist.

Catawba Indians
An in-depth look at the Woodland Indians that lived in the Carolinas.

Ecosystem Exploration
Discover the interdependence of plants and
animals in a variety of North Americas ecosystems.

Electricity
A demonstration program featuring experiments
of magnetism, circuits, conductors and insulators,
and how friction produces electricity.  

Gemstone Mining
Students use a running water sluice to find
garnets, emeralds and more.

Matter & Energy
This engaging demonstration program
examines the three states of matter and their
relationship with different energies, including
heat, light, sound and electricity.

Organ Dissection: Eye, Heart, or Brain
Explore the anatomy of an organ-choose from a cow eye, sheep heart or
brain to examine in this hands-on exploration through dissection.

Plants – Nature Trail Exploration
Learn about the adaptations of native plants and invasive species.

Reptiles
Meet live and preserved snakes, turtles, lizards and other reptiles and learn the 
adaptations that help them survive.

Restless Earth
Discover the processes and changes over time in Earth’s landforms and oceans.  
Special attention is paid to plate tectonics, earthquakes, volcanoes and the rock 
cycle.

Rocks, Minerals & Fossils
Rock, mineral and fossil specimens illustrate the rock cycle, weathering, fossilization 
and other geologic principles.

Simple Machines
Discover the six simple machines and how they alter forces to make work easier.  
This demonstration-filled program is a great introduction for studies of forces, 
motion and machines.

Soil
Interactive demonstrations, experiments and
basic soil program that covers all the bases!

Sound
This presentation explains how vibrations in objects
generate energy to produce sound. Supporting
demonstrations provide examples of pitch, volume,
frequency and tonal qualities of sound.

Starlab Portable Planetarium
Students discover the wonders of the night sky in a curriculum-based presentation 
held at your school in our very own immersive planetarium.

Weather
Special hands-on demonstrations that illustrate the forces that drive the Earth’s 
weather systems.

Winter Animals (November through March only)
Explore the adaptations animals have that help them survive the winter.
