Week 1 — June 11 -15:
Ye-Hah! Cowboy & Cowgirl Camp

We're rounding up good littfle cowhands for a week
of cowboy and cowgirl adventures! Learn about
the history and lore of the cowboy. Dress like a
cowboy and talk like a cowboy. Try your hand at
cowhand cooking, roping, horsehoes, and other
chores and pastimes.

Week 2 — June 18 - 22:

Animal Engineers
Discover what nature has to teach us about
construction by studying animals and their amazing
building abilities. Visit with engineers and learn about
designs, see areal beaver lodge, meet a beekeeper
and learn about spider webs and Kevlar threads!

Week 3 — June 25 - 29:
Natural Artists

Get inspired by nature! View live animals, hike
through the woods, and explore geology for
inspiration to produce nature-based artwork. Make
your own paint from vegetables, flowers and soil.
Create works of art using clay, draw the natural
world, and leamn to make your own paper.

Week 4 — July 2 - 6:
Creepy, Crawly, Scaly, Slimy

Meet live reptiles, amphibians, invertebrates and
other creatures that creep and crawl. Discover
animals that live in Carolina habitats, from the
mountains to the sea. Live animals will be
“on-hand" for your exploration all week.

Week 5 — July 9-13:

Bug Bonanza
Look for creatures that hop, crawl, climb and fly as
you learn all about insects, spiders and other bugs.
Discover how arthropods live and see many of them
up close. Explore outside and inside, work with the
museum’s invertebrate specimens and do some
collecting of your own.

Week 6 — July 16 - 20:
Starship Schiele

Blast-off in search of aliens and adventures in Outer
Space! Explore the Milky Way, spot a supermova, and
discover the mystery of the cosmos on this journey
through the universe.

Week 7 — July 23 - 27:

Dino Detectives
Meet the dinosaurs! Learn about fossils, prehistoric
animals, and earth’s history. Hunt for marine fossils,
learn how to plaster jacket a bone, and make your
own cast examples of different types of fossils.

Week 8 — July 30 - August 3:

Little Pioneers
Discover the lifeways of children in the Carolina
Backcountry 250 years ago! Participants experience
pastimes as they tend the garden, shuck corn, feed
the animals, and tote buckets of water. Play with toys
and enjoy learning games from the 1700's!

Week 9 — August 6 - 10:
Big Splash
Soak-up the wonderful world of water! Try your hand
at adventureous aquatic experiments and activities
designed to help you learn about the properties of
water. Play water games, create water art and enjoy
lots of other wet and wild fun.

Week 10 — August 13- 17:
Ye-Hah! Cowboy & Cowgirl Camp

Summer Day Camps for rising
3RD, 4TH AND
S5TH GRADERS

Week 1 — June 11 - 15:
